“With gladness of hearts, we join in song,” as we end 2025, highlighting the focused, concerted efforts of
staff, students, parents and the community in #growing and #celebrating every Tampinesian.

Our aim to create a caring and enabling environment has resulted in refreshed and new programmes at
class, cohort and school levels. Teachers use positive language and approaches to motivate students to
practise the school values. We encourage students to discuss and reflect upon good social behaviour and
interactions, focusing on what is beneficial for themselves, their friends and the environment. We design
level-specific surveys for students to identify hurtful behaviours so that students become more aware of
how teasing can be unpleasant for others.

The staff recognises the importance of reading as the foundation of learning. One of the greatest gifts
we can give to all students is the pleasure that reading can bring. We are therefore working on a pilot
programme with MOE to make reading both pleasurable and habitual, starting at the lower primary level.
Through diverse and meaningful texts, our students expand their imagination, empathy and emotional
intelligence. The shared reading experiences encourage them to think deeply, reflect critically and deepen
personal and social connections. Parents will be receiving updates from Primary One and Primary Two
teachers regarding the support you can provide your children to make this possible.

Students look forward to their daily recess when they get to recharge themselves with healthy food and
play. Recess at Tampines Primary School is even more appealing for our students due to the many varied,
interactive, holistic activities available. The PE department has started a new initiative: inter-class recess
games for all students to bond and build class spirit through physical activity. Although this represents
considerable extra work for all PE teachers, initial feedback has shown increased exercise as well as joint
ownership of shared goals.

In addition to recess free play, there are celebrations of our inclusive diversity, such as festivals, national

education events, art and music showcases, and makerspace activities. All these are actively supported by
our enthusiastic parent volunteers.
